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Cabarrus County Supervisor to Lead State Conservation Association

RALEIGH – Cabarrus Soil and Water Conservation District Supervisor Ned Hudson was sworn in as the 2007 president of the N.C. Association of Soil and Water Conservation Districts at the group’s annual meeting in Wilmington earlier this month. 

Association presidents also hold a seat on the N.C. Dept. of Environment and Natural Resources’ Soil and Water Conservation Commission, the governing body for the state’s 96 conservation districts. 

A lifelong teacher and retired farmer, Hudson believes education is the key to conservation success in North Carolina. 

“‘Education- A Vital Link to Conservation’ is the association’s theme for this year,” said Hudson. “A quality education program is vital for each district if we are (going) to increase public involvement. We must educate farmers, young people and the general public about the many programs that districts offer, including farmland preservation and community conservation.”

Hudson is the first president from Cabarrus County in the association’s 63-year history. He holds a degree in agricultural education from N.C. State University. After graduating from N.C. State, Hudson returned to teach vocational agricultural for eight years at Ledford High School in Davidson County. Then, he returned to his alma mater, Mt. Pleasant High School, for 25 years. While at Mt. Pleasant High School, Hudson helped organize several “land judging” teams that competed with other high school youth on environmental topics. The teams were successful and participated in national competitions in Oklahoma City four times. 

Hudson and his wife, Dianne, live in Concord where they are active members of St. John’s Lutheran Church. He has held leadership offices with many organizations including stints as president of the N.C. Grange, St. John’s Grange, Mt. Pleasant Lions Club, N.C. Agricultural Teacher’s Association and the N.C. Vocational Association. Like her husband, Dianne Hudson is a retired educator, and she is a former national Conservation Teacher of the Year award winner. The couple has one daughter, Melanie Hudson, who decided to become a teacher like her parents. She teaches at Mt. Pleasant High School.
